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This poster commemorates the 8th Planetary Congress of the Association of Space Explorers
(ASE). The Congresstook place August 23-30, 1992 in Washington, DC. Bearing the authentic
signatures of eighty-two of the participating astronauts from seventeen nations, it is part of a
series of limited collector’s edition posters that have been produced and signed at each ASE
Congress since the Association was founded in 1985. Two hundred and forty-three of these
posters were signed at the 8th Congress.

The poster hastwo headings, the main heading in English at the top, with the Russian displayed
at the bottom. Around the periphery are printed transl ations of “ Association of Space Explorers’
inthenativelanguagesof all individualswho haveflownin space. Thebackgroundistakenfrom
NASA archive photo # 83 HC 213 which has been used for each set of postersin the series.

The central image of the poster features a point perspective composite photograph of the planet
Mars produced by the US Geological Survey. Surrounding Mars are the flags of the twenty five
nationsthat have flown citizensin space at the time of the Congress. The image symbolizesthe
conviction of ASE membersthat ajourney to Mars should be an international effort that draws
upon the strengths of all nations.
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
